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Roadworks

The construction crew have been
making huge headway into the
Boodarockin Road Sealing Project.
By the end of this week a total of
16km of the road will have been
reconstructed and 2 coat bitumen
sealed. The gravel carting road
frains have also main huge inroads
having carted an additional 12km
of gravel heaps which will be
levelled over the next couple of
weeks.

A further 7km needs to be gravel
carted on the northern portion of
the project and it is hoped that the
majority of the 12km gravel
between the existing seals will be
sealed just prior to the Christmas
break.

Appreciation is extended to the
contractors and adjacent
landholders who have assisted in
this project to date.

The maintenance grader is
currently carrying out summer
grading of rough areas and drains
and batters program in the south of
the Shire.
